This type of guestj eds a brief answer which does not include much detail, but covers all
steps, stag s involved. A question asking you to outline how to catch a train would require
an answer along the lines of “check train times, choose train, go to station, buy ticket and board
train”. It would not expect you to include the detail of how you would do these things.

Identify
This means to give sufficient detail so that someone else can recognise your description. This is
sometimes used instead of “state”, so think what the question is asking for.

Give/provide/name/include

This question will require you to provide one or more piece of evidence or information regarding
a specific topic. This will usually be discrete, quantitative information. An example might be Give
three examples of proper nouns.
